THE NEED:

About 60% of the children in Uganda cannot

access the basic human needs: clean water,
food, shelter, and clothing. This is because
their parents earn less than a dollar a day,
making it almost impossible for them to

properly care for their children. Some of these
children are raised by single parents, and
others, by grandparents or guardians.

As a result, most of these
children are forced to look
for jobs at a young age in
order to provide for their
own needs. Under such
conditions, it is impossible
for them to acquire a formal
education, which would
enable them to rise above
their impoverished
conditions and fulfill God’s
calling on their lives. Some
dream of becoming doctors, engineers, pilots,
teachers, or pastors. We can help them
achieve their dreams!

It is our desire to give these children an
opportunity to develop into godly young
men and women and fulfill God’s calling on
their lives through quality education and
spiritual nourishment.

FULFILLING THE VISION:

Gospel Express has a child sponsorship
program, birthed from a vision that has come
to fruition. What we have witnessed through
the years has deeply touched our hearts. Staff
on the ground in Uganda facilitate the
program. Gospel Express stays connected
with stateside sponsors by providing updates
on the children.

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What does the cost cover?

salaries, school uniforms, school meals, &
boarding (if it applies)

¢ Healthcare: counseling sessions, medical
checkups, hygiene products

e Christian Training: Bible studies,
scripture memorization, worship services,
prayer

How long is the child
sponsorship commitment?

Children in Uganda are in school year-round
for 3-month segments with 1-month breaks in
between (9 months out of the year). We ask
that each sponsor consider committing to their
child’s 18th birthday and/or high school
(senior) graduation, but the minimum child
sponsorship commitment time is one year.
However, if a sponsor is no longer financially
able to sponsor a child, the sponsor must
inform the office in order to terminate their
sponsorship.
